Policies and Rules
A. Deposit

The renter will pay the following security deposit amount (refunded if building is left cleaned and no damage has occurred to the building).

Renter

Rental Agreement Form:
1. To use only in a reasonable manner all electrical, plumbing, sanitary, heating, ventilation, air-conditioning and other facilities and accessories to the center.

2. To comply with all obligations imposed upon renter by applicable provisions of City, State, and Federal codes which materially affect health and safety.

3. To use reasonable care to keep the center in such a condition as to ensure proper health and sanitation standards for renter, and to dispose of all garbage, rubbish and other waste in a sanitary and safe manner.  Place in dumpster provided at the facility.

4. To take reasonable precautions to prevent fires; to refrain from bringing flammable material upon the premises; to ensure that smoking is not allowed.
5. To refrain from, and to cause renter and guest to refrain from destroying, defacing, damaging or removing any part of the premises, complex building, facilities, or common area
6. To pay reasonable charges (deducted from deposit) for repair of damages to complex building or facilities caused by renter or renter’s guest, according to the schedule of charges posted in the management office.

7. To pay for damages caused by fire or smoke that is a direct result of negligence on the part of the renter, or renter’s guest, as determined by the Fire Department.   Such repairs/replacement, actual costs, or the deductible amount of the management’s fire insurance policy, whichever is less.

8. To act in a cooperative manner with neighbors and management staff.  To refrain from and cause renter and renter’s guest to refrain from acting or speaking in abusive manners towards neighbors and management staff.

9. To act and cause renter and renter’s guest to act in a manner that will not disturb other residents’ peaceful enjoyment of the accommodations and that will be conducive to maintaining all Cross Plains developments in a decent, safe and sanitary condition.

10. Not to display, use or allow renter or renter’s guests to display or use any firearms (operable or inoperable) or other weapons (as defined by the Texas Penal Code) in violation of the laws of the State of Texas anywhere on the property of the City of Cross Plains. 

11. That the renter or renter’s guests and all other persons under the renter’s control shall not engage in:

a. Any criminal activity that threatens the health, safety, or right to peaceful enjoyment of the City of Cross Plains premises.

b. Any drug-related criminal activity on or near such premises.

c. Any alcoholic beverages of any kind
12. To leave the community center in a clean and in good condition upon vacating        and to return to the management office all keys issued.  

13. There will be a $25.00 cost of replacement keys to community center that renter fails to return to the management office.

14. Not to allow renter or renter’s guest to park on the lawn or grass area surrounding the Community Center.

15. Please do not leave anything stored in the building after rental. (The City of Cross Plains is not responsible for stolen items)

16. Please leave facilities in the condition received.

17. See separate instructions sheet on cleaning procedures.

THE CITY OF CROSS PLAINS WILL NOT BE LIABLE TO RENTER OR RENTER’S GUEST FOR ANY DAMAGES OR LOSSES TO PERSON OR PROPERTY CAUSED BY OTHER PERONS, INCLUDING THEFT, BURGLARY, ASSAULT, VANDALISM, OR OTHER ACTS OR OMISSIONS OF OTHER PERSONS.  THE CITY OF CROSS PLAINS WILL NOT BE LIABLE TO RENTTER OR RENTER’S GUEST FOR PERSONAL INJURY OR FOR DAMAGE TO OR LOSS OF THEIR PERSONAL PROPERTY FROM ANY OCCURRENCE. 

THIS LEASE, TOGETHER WITH ANY FURTHER ADJUSTMENTS OF RENT, EVIDENCES THE ENTIRE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF CROSS PLAINS AND RENTER.  NO CHANGES HEREIN SHALL BE MADE EXCEPT IN WRITING, SIGNED AND DATED BY ALL PARTIES TO THE LEASE.   HOWEVER, NOTHING SHALL PRECLUDE THE CITY FROM MODIFYING THIS LEASE TO TAKE INTO ACCOUNT REVISED PROVISIONS OF LAW OR GOVERNMENT ACTIONS.
